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The 1999-2000 session was one of consolidation for the Department, with research training programmes maintaining its international standing as a centre for postgraduate excellence, whilst a growing output of high quality research confirmed once again the external recognition it has consistently received.  Over the past decade the Department’s research has been unique within the field of European Studies in continuously to receive recognition as a international centre of excellence in Research Assessment Exercises, where it has kept a 5A classification. Now the Department is confident to reach the highest classification of 5* at the 2001 RAE.

The Department’s high reputation for research was consolidated and enhanced during the session by the quality, salience and impact of publications by its academic staff.  In the course of this session, the present members of the Department’s academic staff published four authored books, edited another, contributed fourteen chapters to edited works, thirteen articles to academic journals and twenty papers to national and international conferences.  There were important signs of external recognition, from the success met by publications to distinctions such as the election of Professor KHF Dyson as Academician of the Academy of Learned Societies of the Social Sciences.  Particular mention deserve the monograph jointly authored by Professor Dyson and Professor K Featherstone on the negotiation of European economic and monetary union, which was voted ‘outstanding academic book of 2000’ by Choice, the US books journal, as well as the monograph on the future of the EU tax system authored by Professor C Radaelli; both publications highly praised by research users.  Another research monograph welcome by reviewers was Dr VM Housden's study of Hitler, and Mr J Harrop's third edition of his monograph on the political economy of EU integration proved its enduring impact. Dr MR Lister's edited volume on EU development cooperation was welcome by research users and cements her well-established reputation in the field of development policy. 

Work conducted by research teams or by individual researchers continued to focus on key topics related to European integration, such as economic and monetary union, Europeanisation, the EU’s policy processes, the politics of taxation, regional policies, technocratic regulation within the EU, and the EU’s external relations and development policy.  Particular mention must be made of the new Research Unit on Europeanisation (RUE) established in spring 2000, and launched with an international workshop entitled 'Europeanisation: concept and reality', attended by leading scholars from several EU countries; the workshop helped to establish a strong profile for the Unit amongst relevant peers in the UK and the rest of Europe.  RUE has already attracted research funding from Nuffield and the British Academy.  Other notable areas of specialism within the Department remain French history, German history and politics, Greek politics and policies, Italian policy studies and comparative studies of democratisation.

External support was attracted by much of this work, providing a strong base from which further funding is being actively sought.  The ESRC continues to support Dr D Smith’s work on national identities within the Baltic region as part of a project based at the University of Birmingham, under the Council’s `One Europe or several?’ programme, and awarded its highest qualification of 'outstanding' to the reports submitted by Professors Dyson and Featherstone for their ESRC-funded research on economic and monetary union, and by Professor Radaelli on his investigation on the politics of tax globalisation, also funded by the Council. The Nuffield Foundation supports Professor Dyson's research on German employment policies, whilst continuing to support work on EMU and welfare reform in Greece, led by Professor Featherstone and including Dr G Kazamias and Dr D Papadimitriou, and as well as that conducted by Dr Radaelli on think tanks and the politics of expertise. 

The Department has also received significant support from the British Academy, with new grants received by Professor Dyson for his work about Germany in the Euro-zone, by Professor Radaelli for similar work related to Italy and by Dr AJ Heywood for his research on Russian economic history; Dr Heywood also received a research award from the Royal Society for his work on Russia and Ukraine.  The Leverhulme Trust has been another important sources of research support, awarding Dr M Price a Fellowship to enable him to develop his work on the politics of 18th  century revolutionary France. Small awards from bodies such as the British Academy, British Council, government ministries of Cyprus, Finland, France and Russia, and others have also supported research developments. 

The Baltic Research Unit (BRU), led by Professor Hiden, continued to play a central role in the Department’s research strategy, developing work on the Baltic Republics, security and international relations within the Baltic region, Polish-Baltic relations, nationality and identity issues in the Baltic Republics, the Republics' relations with the rest of Europe and their possible accession to the EU, and the history of German and Russian minorities.  The Unit was fortunate to have a Visiting Leverhulme Fellow for ten months, Dr L Donskis, a distinguished Lithuanian scholar; during his stay at BRU he completed research for a book on the end of culture. BRU and the Research Unit on European-Latin American Relations retain an important role in meeting the interests of research users, providing briefings for the FCO and organisations in the public and private sectors.
