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Professor O’Hear was a keynote speaker at the British Society for Philosophy of Religion in Oxford in 1999.

Dr Allcock assisted the Office of the Prosecutor at the International Criminal Tribunal for the Former Yugoslavia, at the Hague, presenting a report Aspects of Ethnicity, Nationality and Nationalism in the Former Yugoslavia.  Dr Allcock is a member of the comité scientifique of Balkanologie.

Dr Allcock heads the Research Unit in South-east European Studies which has an international reputation for social-scientific research and graduate teaching relating to the former Yugoslavia, its successor states and the wider Balkan region.  

The significance of Bradford as a centre for work in this area was acknowledge by the recent award to the JB Priestley Library of money provided under the Research Support Libraries Programme.  This has enabled the library to appoint a special collection librarian.  Under the aegis of this scheme it has been possible for the Library to set up as a European base for the Joel Martin Halpern Balkan Archive – an important collection of ethnographic information from the region.

Patrick O’Sullivan, who heads the Irish Diaspora Unit, was, in 1999, allocated funds through schemes administered by the government of the Republic of Ireland, towards the purchase of books, other Irish Diaspora Studies research material, computers, and towards the development of specific research and publishing projects.  Since so much of the work of the Irish Diaspora Unit if computer-led these grants were especially welcome.  Also in 1999 Patrick O’Sullivan appeared in and acted as series consultant to The Irish Empire, a BBC/RTE/Channel 7 (Australia) television series. This television series was to be broadcast on the BBC network in late 2000.  Patrick O’Sullivan was an invited speaker at an international conference at the University of Bochum, Germany.
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
