The period under review was one of the most satisfying in the Department’s history in terms of number and size of research awards, the prestige and range of conferences organised and participated in by colleagues and the quality of their publications.

Ulrike Meinhof, Research Professor in Cultural Studies, was awarded a major research grant of £894,177 within the parameters of the European Union Fifth Framework programme on the Border Discourses project, which she is to lead in collaboration with colleagues in Central and Eastern Europe. The Department appointed, from 1 May 2000, two young researchers, Ms Heidemarie Armbruster and Mr Craig Rollo, to assist this three-year project, as well as a Project Secretary.  All four attended a number of research colloquia in Europe connected to this theme. 

In July 2000 the VI World Congress for Central and East European Studies was held in Tampere, Finland at which the Department was represented by three members of the Russian Section: Dr John Russell, Dr Susan Bridger, and her PhD student, Ms Michelle MacArthur, all of whom gave papers.  All three also presented papers at the annual conference of the British Association for Slavonic & East European Studies in Cambridge in April 2000.  On 1 September 1999, Dr Bridger commenced her two-year Leverhulme Trust research project on women in Russia.

Other research students in the Department played a full and active part in conferences both home and abroad, e.g. Elisabeth El Refaie at the British Association for Applied Linguistics in Cambridge and at a conference on Pragmatics in Budapest.

In April 2000, Arthur Williams, Professor in Contemporary German Studies, organised the VII German Literature Colloquium entitled German-language literature at the turn of the century: ‘popular’ and ‘international’ in Leeds, the latest in a series of enduring international prestige in this field.  In May 2000, Dr Richard Cleminson and Dr Anne White, from the Spanish Section, organised in Bradford the third international conference on Hispanic Lesbian and Gay Culture.  Earlier, in January 2000, Dr White had co-organised with colleagues from the French, Mr Farid Aitsiselmi, and German, Dr Susan Tebbutt, Sections a conference at the University on Intermediality at which all three presented papers.  

Dr Tebbutt, together with Christine Flude (Lancaster) edited the fourth edition (Summer 1999) of the Department’s refereed journal Interface, entitled Ab initio German: trends and perspectives, and Mr Aitsiselmi edited the fifth volume (Spring 2000), entitled Black, Blanc, Beur: youth language and identity in France.  During the period under review Dr Anne White was awarded a major grant by the Arts and Humanities Research Board for a project, on masculinity in alcohol-related television advertisements, in conjunction with the National Museum of Photography, Film and Television.

University grants for research were also made to Professor Williams, Dr Tebbutt, Dr Cleminson, Mr Jean-Marc Trouille, Dr Owen Heathcote and Ms Maggie Allison. 

Special mention should be made of the sterling organisational, collating and supportive work put in throughout the year by Professor Williams on the Department’s submission to the 2001 Research Assessment Exercise.
