Introduction

This Appendix to the University’s 34th Annual Report gives a general picture of the work of the University between 1 August 1999 and 31 July 2000.  It is presented to the meeting of the University Court 12 April 2001.

It should be read in conjunction with the Annual Report 2001 itself; an illustrated publication which features an overview of the university teaching and research activities.  The University’s research is separately detailed in the latest Research Report of April 2001.

This Appendix is divided into separate sections.

· The first contains detailed reports from the Departments within the seven Schools of Archaeological and Environmental Sciences, Engineering, Health Studies, Informatics, Life Sciences, Management, Social and International Studies.

· The second section lists the orations accorded to our Honorary Graduates at degree ceremonies.  Then there is a section containing reports from the central and service areas of the University, including, for example, the library, the Computer Centre and the Arts Programme.

· Finally there are brief statistics on staff and student numbers.  An overall analysis of the University’s Income and Expenditure Account covering the major part of the session under review is included, together with the Report of the Audit Committee.
