15th December: Recent Work in Archaeological Geophysics

Shallow geophysical techniques are playing an increasing role in the evaluation of archaeological sites, in their discovery, interpretation and management. This will be the sixth in a succession of biennial meetings in which contributors from the UK and further afield present and debate the results of recent research and case studies. 16th December: Forensic Remote Sensing and Geophysics
This follow-on meeting, which aims to capture shared interests between the archaeological and forensic communities, will – apart from geophysics - include aerial and satellite monitoring, non-destructive chemical surveying, laser scanning, GIS, data processing and manipulation, military, industrial and extraterrestrial applications, international monitoring, environmental law and human rights. Applications to criminal and international law enforcement will form the core of the meeting. The techniques used will also be of use to archaeologists, historians, geographers and geologists.
