Outline Syllabus

study. The approach to a topic may be a critical review of literature or current research on a topic or a report on
a work related issue. The student may choose to review and evaluate current practice or report a recent change
in practice. The essential elements in the module are critical evaluation, analysis, synthesis and critical
reflection. The approach to the topic should demonstrate critical appraisal. The topic and approach will be
agreed with your supervisor. Demonstration of the learning outcomes will be stated in the learning contract.
Students undertaking any other Independent study module must ensure that the submitted work is on a
different theme or issue.
